Yearly Kos convention at McCormick Place in Chicago.  Yearly Kos is an annual gathering of Democratic bloggers and 
progressive activists that drew the participation of over 40 candidates from around the country, including the Òtop tierÓ 
of Democratic Presidential candidates. 
 
Biss, a University of Chicago mathematics professor, said ÒThe Internet presents an unprecedented opportunity to open 
our political system to ordinary people.  Our campaign does not just talk about valuing small donors and grassroots 
activists Ð we actively welcome them and seek their input and feedback. 
 
In 2008, it is 
transforming the way we run state and local campaigns. I  am proud to be at the forefront of this new phase of netroots 
organizingÑ bringing together a national network that will restructure our political landscape.  The fact that a small 
campaign in I llinois is currently considered the second hottest in the country, bested by only a Presidential candidate, 
proves the power of this medium. 
 
ÒOur country needs change, but it cannot come from a few politicians making headlines.  Instead, change will arise when 
a critical mass of organized citizens demand it at all levels of our government.  The Internet is fostering the development 
of communities who reject the status quo.
